3.0 EXECUTION
3.01 PREPARATION
A. Surface must be softened by saturating the existing acrylic surface with water for a minimum of 12 hours.
3.02 HYDRO-JET-BLASTING
A. The existing acrylic surface shall be removed by high pressure water blasting used with the Hydro-Jet-Blade.
3.03 CLEAN UP AND REMOVAL
A. The existing acrylic debris shall be stock piled and disposed of legally off site.
B. After all the debris is removed from the work surface a final rinse shall be preformed.  During the final rinse the net posts, fencing and edges shall be power washed.
3.04 REPLACEMENT OF ASPHALT BINDER
A. Replace asphalt binder by applying two coats of asphalt resurfacer to the open asphalt aggregate that exists as a result of hydro-jet-blasting.
