3.0 EXECUTION

3.01 PREPARATION
A. Surface shall be thoroughly cleaned of all dirt, debris, and vegetation using a scraper and power blower.  Cracks with vegetation shall be treated with herbicide.
B. Cracks shall be routed out with a crack router.
3.02 CRACK FILLING
A. Cracks shall be filled from bottom to top with acrylic patch binder patch mix (special care shall be taken to assure that the void below the crack is completely filled).  
B. Prior to GRID-LOCK application, repairs shall be sanded smooth and pre-coated with bonding primer.
3.03 REINFORCEMENT GRID
 (GRID-LOCK)
A. Install reinforcement grid with a minimum width of ten inches (10”) and a minimum of 2,000lbs per square inch tinsel strength over filled and leveled cracks.
B. Seal first GRID-LOCK layer with one (1) coat of fortified SS-1h.

C. Install twenty inch (20”) reinforcement grid with a minimum of 2,000lbs per square inch tinsel strength over ten inch (10”) Grid layer.  Giving total grid strength of 4,000PSI over structural cracks.
D. Prior to paving, one (1) coat of asphalt primer SS-1 shall be applied to assure adhesion. 

3.04 ASPHALT PAVING

A. A surface course of hot plant mix having a maximum aggregate of three-eighths of an inch (3/8”), in accordance with specifications of Asphalt Institute, shall be constructed over entire existing asphalt surface to a compacted thickness of no less than two inches (2”).
3.05 NET POST INSTALLATION

A. Existing net post foundations and center strap foundations shall be completely removed prior to installation of asphalt surface. (If foundations and sleeves are plum and level with existing surface, sleeves may be extended without complete removal.)

B. Foundations shall be situated so as to provide a clear distance between posts of forty-two feet (42’) apart.

C. Net post shall be installed with foundations of no less than twenty-four inches (24”) in diameter at the top, no less than thirty inches (30”) in diameter at the base, and no less than forty-eight inches (48”) in depth.

D. Center strap anchors footings shall have a diameter no less than twelve inches (12”) at the top, sixteen inches (16”) at the bottom, and twelve inches (12”) in depth.

3.06 COURT DEPRESSION

A. Court surface shall be flooded with water.  Any ponding or “birdbaths” remaining after 1 hour at 70°F in sunlight which cover a five cent piece (American Coin) shall be patched and leveled.

3.07 COLOR SYSTEM

A. The color finish shall be ELITE SPORT COATING SYSTEM or approved equal.  This system includes the following:

1. RESURFACER

a. Two (2) coats of resurfacer shall be applied to the entire court area in order to provide a uniform and even surface.

2. COLOR

a. Color shall be determined by owner.

3. COLOR FINISH

a. Two (2) coats of sand filled acrylic color shall be applied to the entire court surface.

b. The second coat shall be applied upon thorough drying of first coat.

4. PLAYING LINES

a. Lines shall be taped in order to assure razor sharp edges prior to painting

b. Two (2) coats of acrylic line paint shall be applied accurately and in accordance with the U.S.T.C. & T.B.A.
